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A MARTYR

and Our Bisho

IN MARCH 1981, young Daniel
Mueggenborg was questioning himself
as he donned the altar serving vestments
in the sacristy of the small Holy Trinity
Catholic Church in Okarche, Oklahoma.
He had spent the last few years as a
geology and computer science student

at Oklahoma State University, literally
running from God. Yet here he was at
the altar serving for his aunt and uncle's
wedding vow renewal Mass. It was not
that Daniel was against God; after all,

he had been baptized in this very church,
raised Catholic, attended Catholic school
and even had thoughts of becoming a
priest in middle school. But that was
years ago, and he had now changed

and with plans for his own life.

A Divine Meeting

As he contemplated these things,
a priest whom Daniel had never met
and didn’t know suddenly came into
the sacristy. There was something
different about him, and Daniel could
sense that immediately. He had a
spiritual presence that was unde-
niable and almost tangible. He was
a quiet person, but he emanated a
profound sense of love, peace and
joy. Young Daniel was immediate-
ly captivated by his presence and
throughout the Mass kept wondering
why the priest had those qualities
that Daniel wanted but was not
finding. He recognized that this man
had these qualities through being
a priest. The realization suddenly
struck Daniel that he should be open
to being a priest again. Only after the
Mass, he asked his parents who this
loving priest was. They told him that
he was the diocesean missionary in
Guatemala, but that he was home
for a brief visit. His name was Father
Stanley Rother.
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A Heroic Life

Stanley Francis Rother was born
March 27,1935, in Okarche, Oklaho-
ma, and was baptized in the very
same baptismal font at Holy Trinity
Catholic Church that Daniel Mueg-
genborg had been.

He grew up on a farm and at-
tended Holy Trinity Catholic Church
and School. He worked hard doing
required chores, played sports, was
an altar server and enjoyed the activ-
ities associated with growing up in a
small town.

While in high school, he began to
discern the possibility of a vocation to
the priesthood. He was accepted to
Assumption Seminary in San Antonio,
Texas. He completed his studies at
Mount Saint Mary’s Seminary in Em-
mitsburg, Maryland, and was ordained
a priest on May 25, 1963. Father Roth-
er then served as an associate pastor
for five years in Oklahoma.
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Daniel
Mueggenborg
finding his way as
a college student
in Oklahoma.

He sought and received permis-
sion to join the staff at the Oklahoma
diocese's mission in Santiago Atitlan,
Guatemala. He served the native
tribe of the Tz'utujil, who are descen-
dants of the Mayans. Although he
struggled with Latin in the seminary,
Father Rother learned Spanish and
the Tz'utujil language in Guatemala.
He celebrated Mass in their language
and even helped translate the New
Testament.

Among the Tz'utujil, Father Rother
was surrounded by extreme pov-
erty. They were living in one-room
huts and growing what they could
on their small plots of land. He min-
istered to his parishioners in their
homes, eating with them, visiting the
sick, digging latrines and aiding them
with medical issues. He even put his
farming skills to use in the fields,
helping to bring in crops and build
an irrigation system.

While he served in Guatemala, a
civil war raged between the militarist
government forces and the guerril-
las. The Catholic Church was caught
in the middle due to its insistence
on loving, catechizing and educat-
ing the people. During this conflict,
thousands of Catholics were killed.
Eventually, Father Rother’s name ap-
peared on a death list. For his safety
and that of his associate, Father
Rother returned home to Oklahoma
in February of 1981 and temporarily
celebrated Mass at his alma mater,
Holy Trinity Church. That is where
Daniel Mueggenborg met him.

Father Rother bravely decided to
return to Guatemala just before Palm
Sunday following the fifth Sunday in
Lent. His last sermon at Holy Trinity
Church was a poignant reflection on
John 11, the story of Lazarus. It was
in this passage that Jesus said, “This
sickness will not end in death, but it is
for God's glory so that through it the
Son of God may be glorified.” Cer-
tainly this very passage had brought
him strength and fortitude as he un-
flinchingly returned to Guatemala.

In late July 1981, Daniel Mueggen-
borg was on a family road trip visit-
ing relatives in Western Nebraska. As
they drove across the vast expanses
of Wyoming and Nebraska they lis-
tened to the car radio. As usual, Paul
Harvey’s nationwide broadcast came
on at noon, but today was different.
He began the show with a special
announcement. He proclaimed, “An-
other Catholic Priest Killed in Central
America. Father Stanley Rother was
assassinated today in his rectory in
Santiago Atitlan, Guatemala.”

Three men had entered the rectory
around 1T a.m. on July 28, 1981. They
fought with Father Rother and then
executed him. His death shocked the
Catholic world. No one has ever been
held responsible. Father Rother be-
came the very first martyr who was
born on U.S. soil.

Daniel and his family were shocked
and saddened by the terrible news
and the loss of the loving priest
that they had encountered just four
months earlier. They immediately
prayed the rosary together for Fa-
ther Rother as they drove across the
light-filled Nebraska prairies.

Daniel was deeply moved by this
moment and began a prayer of in-
tercession of Father Stanley that
very day. He made a firm decision to
honor Father Rother through a daily
devotion and entered the seminary
after completing his bachelor's de-
gree in geology. He then completed
his seminary studies at the Pontifical
North American College in Rome
in 1989. Just prior to his ordination,
Daniel spoke with Father Rother’s
father. During the conversation he
discovered that he had another close
connection with the late priest: it
turned out that Father Rother’s un-
cle had married Daniel’s aunt many
years earlier in Okarche, where Dan-
iel had been born, but had left when
he was in first grade. During the
intimate meeting with Father Roth-
er’s father, Daniel received special
permission to use the late priest’s
chalice during his ordination Mass of
Thanksgiving. He wanted to honor,
with an immense sense of gratitude
and indebtedness, the transforma-
tional gift that Father Rother had
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given him in becoming a priest.

Father Daniel Mueggenborg be-
came the pastor at Holy Family Cathe-
dral in Tulsa, Oklahoma.

In 2017 Father Mueggenborg received
a call from Apostolic Nuncio and was in-
formed that he had been appointed as
an auxiliary Bishop in Seattle. He could
not immediately tell anyone about this
joyous news, so he decided to drive
to Okarche to pray at Father Rother’s
grave, as he had for many years. While
he prayed and reflected on the 35 years
that had passed since meeting Father
Rother in Holy Trinity Church, he chuck-
led and said, “This is all your fault! Don’t
just lie there, for heaven's sake, get up
and do something.”

Just after his ordination as bishop,
Rome announced the beatification
of Father Rother as Blessed. Bishop
Mueggenborg was present and con-
celebrated the Mass of the beatifica-
tion of Blessed Stanley Rother in Okla-
homa City on September 23, 2017.

In 195 A.D., our ancient church Fa-
ther Tertullian said, “The blood of the
martyrs is the seed of the Church.”

Not only was Bishop Muggenborg in-
spired to priesthood by Father Rother,
but so was Father Rother’s cousin and
dozens more in the United States.

Furthermore, the Santiago parish mis-
sion Father Rother served was founded
in 1548. In its first 400 years not a sin-
gle person from that parish had been
ordained a priest, but in the 35 years
since his martyrdom more than 13
young men have been ordained.

As the Diocese of Reno brings an im-
portant focus on vocations, it is import-
ant to look to the Saints to uncover the
qualities that inspire these vocations.

One of the reasons Father Rother
made such an impact on young Daniel
was the radical way that he lived his
priesthood, by literally laying down his
life in the image of Christ the Good
Shepherd. Bishop Mueggenborg said,
“If | am going to be a priest | am going
to be a priest 100%. | am not going
to do this halfway. | want to do it in a
very heroic way.” Father Rother was
the model of what a heroic priesthood
looked like. That’s why it was so in-
spiring. To realize that people today
choose to live the love of Christ in a
radical way, even to the shedding of

their blood. People are not martyrs
just because of how they died, they
are martyrs because of how they
lived a life of sacrificial love. Their
lives evoked both a positive reaction
to the Gospel and a negative reaction
from their enemies. The forces of
darkness cannot withstand this light.
The government of Guatemala
wanted to punish Father Rother be-
cause of his good deeds in caring for
and loving the indigenous people.
His love gave them courage, strength
and hope at a time when the govern-
ment was trying to subjugate them
by eradicating these virtues. He grew
into this role as his team slowly left,
and he chose to stay to care for the
community of 25,000 people. The
life of that community depended on
him. Father Rother had a phenome-
nal humility and was a quiet person
of good humor. The people knew he
loved them, and they trusted him.
He was a person of tremendous for-
titude and dedication who did not
understand the meaning of the word
“no.” To him “no” meant only a slow
“yes.” Even when he lost 30 percent
of his budget, he did not give up.
During the great earthquake in 1976,
he didn’t give up hope. He was the
example of the presence of Christ for
the people living a life exemplified by
humility, perseverance and fortitude
through the clarity of his faith. He
lived heroically and he died heroical-
ly by his own choice.
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Blessed Stanley
Rother in Reno

In July of 2021, when he was named
the Eighth Bishop of the Diocese of
Reno, Daniel Muggenborg immediate-
ly initiated an effort to bring a dedi-
cation to Blessed Stanley Rother to
Reno. During the process, he learned
that retired diocesan priest Father
George Wolfe already had a devo-
tion to Blessed Stanley Rother. When
Father Wolfe passed away in 2022,
he bequeathed his statue of Blessed
Stanley Rother to Bishop Mueggen-
borg and the Diocese of Reno.

Bishop Mueggenborg requested
and received from Archbishop Coak-
ley a first-class relic of Blessed Stan-
ley Rother. Today it is placed at Our
Lady of Wisdom Newman Center,
enshrined on one of the side altars
along with a prayer for his canoniza-
tion. A stole, woven by the women of
Santiago and placed over the bullet
holes of where the assassination
occurred, is also enshrined. Bishop
placed the Ministry of the Newman
Center under the patronage of Bless-
ed Stanley Rother. “If he can touch
my life as a college student, imagine
how he can move the lives of the
Reno college students with his heroic
ministry!” Bishop Mueggenborg has
and will continue to take college stu-
dents on mission trips to Guatemala.
During these trips he celebrates Mass
in the room where Blessed Stanley
Rother was killed. The bullet holes
remain in the floor and his blood still
stains the walls.

The Blessed Stanley Rother Shrine
in Oklahoma City, opened on Feb-
ruary 18, 2023, with Bishop Mueg-
genborg in attendance. The shrine
seats 1,500 people. It will become
a powerhouse of Catholic Hispanic
ministry celebrating multiple Masses
every weekend, while also serving as
a pilgrim visitor center, museum and
educational center.

Inspired by Saints

Bishop Mueggenborg said, “Being a
witness to Jesus does not mean that
we tell people about him. Being a wit-
ness means that we embody his pres-
ence for others, which is what Stanley
Rother lived and died as a martyr.
Martyrs and saints are real flesh and
blood superheros. We don’t celebrate
them much, and their stories are of-
ten unknown. Our children are being
deprived of the inspiration that will
fill them with a desire for holiness and
real adventure that only takes place
when we give our lives to Christ.”

It is time to start sharing the sto-
ries of martyrs and saints, our Catho-
lic heroes. T

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son las semillas
de las vocaciones

EN MARZO DE 1981, el joven Daniel Mueggenborg se
cuestionaba a si mismo mientras se ponia las vestiduras
del altar en la sacristia de la pequefia iglesia catélica Holy
Trinity en Okarche, Oklahoma. Acababa de pasar los
ultimos afios como estudiante de geologia e informatica
en Oklahoma State University, literalmente huyendo de
Dios. Sin embargo, aqui estaba en el altar sirviendo en la
Misa de renovacién de los votos matrimoniales de sus tios.
Daniel no estaba en contra de Dios; después de todo, habia
sido bautizado en esta misma iglesia, crecié como catélico,
fue a una escuela catdlica e incluso pensé en ser ordenado

sacerdote en la escuela secundaria. Pero eso fue hace
afios, ahora habia cambiado y tenia planes para su vida.

Una reunion divina
Mientras contemplaba estas cosas,
de repente entrd en la sacristia un
sacerdote que Daniel nunca habia
visto y ni conocia. Pero habia algo
diferente en él, y Daniel pudo sentirlo
de inmediato. Tenia una presencia
espiritual innegable y casi tangible.
Estaba tranquilo, pero emanaba
un profundo sentimiento de amor,
paz y alegria. El joven Daniel quedo
inmediatamente cautivado por su
presencia y, durante toda la Misa,
siguio preguntandose por qué el
sacerdote tenia esas cualidades que
él queria, pero no las encontraba al
huir del llamado de Dios. Reconocid
gue este hombre tenia dichas
cualidades por ser sacerdote.
Daniel de repente se dio cuenta de
gue deberia estar dispuesto a ser
sacerdote nuevamente. Después
de la Misa, pregunto a sus padres
quién era este sacerdote amoroso.
Le dijeron que era el misionero
diocesano en Guatemala, pero que
estuvo en casa por poco tiempo. Su
nombre era padre Stanley Rother.

Una vida heroica
Stanley Francis Rother nacio el
27 de marzo de 1935 en Okarche,

Oklahoma, y fue bautizado en la
misma pila bautismal que habia sido
bautizado Daniel Mueggenborg, en la
iglesia catolica Holy Trinity.

Crecid en una granja y asistio a la
iglesia y escuela catodlica Holy Trinity.
Trabajoé duro haciendo las tareas
requeridas, asistio a la escuela,
practicé deportes, fue monaguillo y
disfruté de las actividades asociadas
con crecer en un pueblo pequeno.

Mientras estaba en la escuela
secundaria, comenzo a discernir
la posibilidad de una vocacién al
sacerdocio. Fue aceptado como
seminarista y enviado al Assumption
Seminary en San Antonio, Texas.
Completo sus estudios en el
seminario Mount Saint Mary en
Emmitsburg, Maryland, y fue
ordenado sacerdote el 25 de mayo
de 1963. Luego, el padre Rother
sirviéo como pastor asociado durante
cinco anos en Oklahoma.

Busco y recibié permiso para
unirse al personal de la mision
de la didcesis de Oklahoma en
Santiago Atitlan, Guatemala.

Sirvié a los TZ'utujil, quienes son
descendientes de los mayas. Aungue
tuvo problemas con el latin en el
seminario, el padre Rother aprendio

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espanol y el idioma tz'utujil en
Guatemala. Celebrdé Misa en su
idioma e incluso ayudo a traducir el
Nuevo Testamento.

El padre Rother estaba rodeado
de extrema pobreza entre los
TZ'utujil, que vivian en chozas de una
sola habitacién, cultivando lo que
podian en sus pequenas parcelas
de tierra. Ministré a sus feligreses
en sus hogares, comiendo con ellos,
visitando a los enfermos, cavando
letrinas y ayudandolos con problemas
médicos. Incluso usé sus habilidades
agricolas para ayudarlos en los
campos, traer diferentes cultivos y
construir un sistema de riego.

Mientras servia en Guatemala,
se desatod una guerra civil entre las
fuerzas del gobierno militar y las
guerrillas. La Iglesia Catdlica quedd
atrapada en el medio debido a su
insistencia en amar, catequizar y
educar a la gente. Durante este
conflicto, miles de catdlicos fueron
asesinados. Eventualmente, el
nombre del padre Rother aparecié
en una lista de muerte. Por su
seguridad y la de su asociado, el
padre Rother regresd a su hogar
en Oklahoma en febrero de 1981y
celebré Misa temporalmente en su
alma mater, la iglesia Holy Trinity.
Aqui es donde Daniel Mueggenborg
conociod al padre Stanley Rother.

El padre Rother valientemente
decidio regresar a Guatemala justo
antes del Domingo de Ramos,
después del quinto domingo de
Cuaresma. Su ultimo sermon en la
iglesia de la Santisima Trinidad fue
una conmovedora reflexién sobre
Juan 11: |a historia de Lazaro. En este
pasaje, Jesus dijo: “Esta enfermedad
no es mortal; es para gloria de
Dios, para que el Hijo de Dios sea
glorificado por ella”. Ciertamente,
este pasaje le habia dado fuerza
y fortaleza mientras regresaba
resueltamente a Guatemala.

Noticias que
cambian lavida

A fines de julio de 1981, Daniel
Mueggenborg estaba en un viaje
familiar por carretera visitando a
parientes en el oeste de Nebraska.
Estaban escuchando la radio del
automovil mientras conducian por
las vastas extensiones de Wyoming
y Nebraska. Como de costumbre,
la retransmision nacional de Paul
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Harvey se produjo al mediodia en
punto, pero ese dia fue diferente.
Comenzdé con un anuncio especial.
Proclamé: “Otro sacerdote catdlico
asesinado en Centroamérica. El
padre Stanley Rother fue asesinado
hoy en su rectoria en Santiago
Atitlan, Guatemala”.

Tres hombres habian entrado en
la rectoria alrededor de la1a.m. el
28 de julio de 1981, pelearon con el
padre Rother y luego lo ejecutaron.
Su muerte conmocioné al mundo
catolico. Nunca se responsabilizé
a nadie. El padre Stanley Rother se
convirtié en el primer martir nacido
en suelo estadounidense.

Daniel y su familia estaban
conmocionados y entristecidos
por la terrible noticia de la pérdida
del amado sacerdote que habian
conocido solo cuatro meses antes.
Inmediatamente rezaron juntos el
rosario por el P. Rother mientras
conducian por las praderas de
Nebraska llenas de luz.

Resolucion heroica

Daniel se conmovio
profundamente por este evento y
comenzoé una oracion de intercesion
por el padre Stanley ese mismo
dia. Esta devocién se convirtio
en una devocién continua y
eventualmente permanente para
Daniel. Tomé la firme decision de
honrar al padre Stanley e ingreso
al seminario después de completar
su licenciatura en geologia.
Luego completé sus estudios de
seminarista en el Colegio Pontificio
Norteamericano en Roma, en 1989.
Justo antes de su ordenacion,
Daniel hablé con el padre del P.
Stanley y descubrié otra conexién
cercana con el sacerdote. Resulta
gue su tio se habia casado con la
tia de Daniel muchos afnos antes
en Okarche, donde nacié Daniel,
pero se mudaron cuando él estaba
en primer grado. Durante su
conversacion, Daniel recibié un
permiso especial para utilizar el
caliz del padre Stanley para su Misa
de accidén de gracias de ordenacion.
Queria honrar, con un inmenso
sentimiento de gratitud y deuda,
el don transformador que el padre
Stanley Rother le habia dado al ser
ordenado sacerdote.

El padre Daniel Mueggenborg
fue asignado como parroco en
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la catedral Holy Family en Tulsa,
Oklahoma. Durante las visitas a su
ciudad natal en Okarche, el padre
Daniel siempre hacia una parada
en el cementerio Holy Trinity para
rezar ante las tumbas familiares y
la del padre Stanley, con el fin de
pedir su interseccion tanto para
el discernimiento como para la
orientacion.

En 2017, el padre Daniel recibio
una llamada del Nuncio Apostdlico
y se le informé que habia sido
nombrado obispo auxiliar en Seattle.
No pudo contarle inmediatamente a
nadie sobre esta feliz noticia, por lo
que decidié conducir hasta Okarche
para orar en la tumba de Stanley
Rother. Mientras oraba y reflexionaba
sobre los 35 afos desde que conocid
al padre Stanley en la iglesia Holy
Trinity, se rio entre dientes y dijo:
“iTodo esto es culpa tuya! No te
quedes ahi tirado, por el amor de
Dios, levantate y haz algo”.

Justo después de su ordenacion
como obispo, Roma anuncié
la beatificacion del padre
Stanley Rother. El obispo Daniel
Mueggenborg estuvo presente y
concelebrd la Misa de beatificacion
del Beato Stanley Rother en la
ciudad de Oklahoma, el 23 de
septiembre de 2017.

Los martires son la
semilla de las vocaciones

En 195 d.C., nuestro antiguo Padre
de la Iglesia Tertuliano dijo: “La
sangre de los martires es la semilla
de la Iglesia”.

No sélo el obispo Daniel
Mueggenborg fue inspirado al
sacerdocio por el padre Stanley
Rother, sino también el primo del
padre Stanley y decenas mas en
Estados Unidos.

Ademas, la misiéon parroquial de
Santiago Atitlan, donde sirvio el
padre Rother, fue fundada en 1548
y, en sus primeros 400 anos, ni un
solo hombre de esa parroquia habia
sido ordenado sacerdote, pero en
los 35 afnos transcurridos desde su
martirio, mas de trece jévenes han
sido ordenados.

Como la Diocesis de Reno
se enfoca en las vocaciones, es
importante mirar a los santos para
descubrir las cualidades que inspiran
estas vocaciones.

Una de las razones por las que
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el padre Rother impacté a Daniel

fue la forma radical en que vivié su
sacerdocio. Dando literalmente su vida
a la imagen de Cristo, el buen pastor.

El obispo Mueggenborg dijo:

“Si voy a ser sacerdote, voy a ser
sacerdote al 100%; No voy a hacer
esto a medias. Quiero hacerlo

de una manera muy heroica. El

fue el modelo de como era el
sacerdocio heroico, por eso fue tan
inspirador. Darse cuenta de que

hoy la gente elige vivir el amor de
Cristo de manera radical, hasta el
derramamiento de su sangre. Sin
embargo, las personas son llamadas
martires no sélo por cdmo murieron,
sino porgue vivieron de tal manera
que su vida suscité una respuesta
positiva al evangelio y provocé una
reaccion negativa en sus enemigos.
Las fuerzas de la oscuridad no
pueden resistir esta luz. No se trata
de los ultimos cinco minutos de vida
de una persona, sino de los anos de
amor sacrificado que conducen a ese
momento en particular.

“El gobierno de Guatemala queria
castigar al padre Rother por sus
buenas obras en el cuidado y amor
de los indigenas. Su amor les dio
valentia, fuerza y esperanza en
un momento en que el gobierno
intentaba erradicar estas virtudes
entre ellos. Crecio en este rol
a medida que su equipo se fue
lentamente y decidié quedarse para
cuidar a la comunidad de 25.000
personas. De él dependia la vida
de esa comunidad. Vivio y murid
heroicamente, por su eleccion.

“Tenia una humildad fenomenal;
ademas, era una persona tranquila y
de buen humor. No habia nada que no
hiciera por la gente. Comia con ellos,
trabajaba en el campo con ellos e
incluso cavaba letrinas con ellos. Haria
cualquier cosa por estar con la gente.
Las personas sabian que los amaba y
confiaban en él, porque les mostraba
su amor a través de lo que hacia por
ellos. Era una persona de tanto una
fortaleza como entrega tremendas
y no entendia el significado de ‘no’.
Para él, el ‘no’ significé solo un lento
‘si’. Incluso cuando perdio el treinta
por ciento de su presupuesto, no
se dio por vencido. Durante el gran
terremoto, no perdio la esperanza.
Fue el ejemplo de la presencia de
Cristo para la gente, viviendo una
vida de humildad, perseverancia

y fortaleza ejemplificadas con la
claridad de su fe”.

Beato Padre
Stanley en Reno

En julio de 2021, cuando el padre
Daniel Mueggenborg fue nombrado
el octavo obispo de la Diécesis
de Reno, inmediatamente inicié
un esfuerzo por llevar a Reno una
dedicatoria al Beato Padre Stanley
Rother. Durante el proceso, se enterd
de que el sacerdote diocesano
jubilado, el padre George Wolfe, ya
tenia devocioén por el Beato Stanley
Rother. Cuando este fallecié en 2022,
legd su estatua del Beato Stanley
Rother al obispo Mueggenborg y la
didcesis de Reno.

El obispo solicité y recibié una
reliquia de primera clase del Beato
Stanley Rother del arzobispo
Coakley. Hoy esta colocado en Our
Lady of Wisdom Newman Center,
guardado en uno de los altares
laterales, junto con una oracién por
su canonizacion. También se guarda
una estola tejida por las mujeres
de Santiago, que fue colocada en
los agujeros de bala donde ocurrié
el magnicidio. El obispo puso el
Ministerio del Newman Center bajo el
patrocinio del Beato Stanley Rother.
“Si el Beato Rother puede tocar mi
vida como estudiante universitario,
iimaginense coémo puede cambiar la
vida de los estudiantes universitarios
de Reno con su ministerio heroico!”
El obispo Mueggenborg ha llevado
y seguira llevando a estudiantes
universitarios en viajes misioneros
a Guatemala. Celebra Misa en la
habitacion donde fue asesinado el
Beato Padre Stanley. Los agujeros
de bala permanecen en el suelo, y la
sangre del padre Rother aiun mancha
las paredes.

El Santuario del Beato Stanley
Rother se inauguré el 18 de febrero
de 2023, con la presencia del obispo

Mueggenborg. Tiene capacidad
para 1.500 personas y es el centro
hispano de la ciudad de Oklahoma.
Se convertira en una potencia

del ministerio catdlico hispano,
celebrando multiples misas por fin
de semana y sirviendo como centro
de visitantes peregrinos, museo y
centro educativo.
